We will give you
the most important tips to consider when getting ready
before going to any job interview.

)Tips for male graduates

The following are important points to take into
account prior to the interview when you are choosing
how you want to look:

Clothing:

- Choose a smart, formal suit, and choose neutral
colors (black, gray, navy blue, or beige). Make sure
that it fits you properly, and is neither too large nor
too small. Make sure the suit is clean, tidy, and well-
ironed. You could send them to the dry cleaners to
make sure they are in good order.

- Choose a tie that matches well with the suit. It
should not be one with very bright colors.

- Choose a smart, tidy, clean shirt, preferably white.

- Choose formal shoes that match the color of the
suit. They should be comfortable so that they don't
trouble or hurt you during the interview. They should
preferably be black leather, and make sure to clean
and polish them well beforehand.

- Outward appearance

- Hairstyle: Fashion experts in this area believe that
it is better for men to choose a simple hairstyle,
suggesting seriousness and discretion. They should
avoid choosing fashion trends that are inappropriate
for a formal work setting.

- Beard: It is better to shave your beard fully on the
actual day of the interview. If you like to grow a
beard, you should make sure it is light and tidy.
Totally avoid choosing strange fashions in this
regard.

- Aftershave: Do not forget to put on a nice aftershave
fragrance, but it is better that is isn't too strong and
disturbing to those who may not like the smell of
the fragrance, or to those who are sensitive to it.

) Tips for female graduates

Your outward appearance is very important in
projecting a positive impression to those you meet. The
top tips for achieving this are:

- Clothing:

There are several rules to keep in mind when choosing
what to wear to job interviews, along with how to
match your clothes with your shoes, accessories and
make-up, namely:

- Choice and coordination of clothing colors

One of the most important points to pay attention

to when choosing clothes is colors since they have

an indirect psychological influence on the interviewer.
The most important factor in choosing the appropriate
outfit is to go for quiet, neutral colors, and make

sure that they go well together. So the best choices
are black, navy blue, gray, white, and beige, avoiding
very bright colors such as red, orange, and fuchsia, as
they may ruin your formal look and give the wrong
impression about your personality.

- Avoid casual clothing

When choosing interview attire, you should avoid
casual wear like jeans, t-shirts and sneakers as they are
not appropriate for the situation.

Some companies, of course, allow semi-formal

wear. However, as a job seeker, never risk going into

a personal interview wearing this type of clothing,
especially in the first interview. You may be able to
wear such clothing in subsequent interviews, once you
have confirmed that this workplace allows semi-formal
or casual attire. So the perfect choice here is formal
clothing; you could wear a formal jacket with trousers
or skirt, avoiding very tight or short clothing.

- Accessories

Try to keep accessories to a minimum, and choose only a
few small pieces that do not attract much attention. Do
not put your sunglasses on your head or hang them from
your clothing. You could wear an elegant wrist watch, but
don't choose one set with lots of stones or colors.

- Hair styles and headscarves (hijab)

With regard to hairstyle, it is better to wear your

hair straight, without adding any bright accessories.
Avoid wearing a “curly” hairstyle, or dyeing your hair
in unusual colors. Regarding the scarf or hijab, choose
a simple scarf and wear it in a tidy and comfortable
fashion so that it doesn't distract you during the
interview. Fix it in place with pins, and avoid picking
brightly colored scarves.

- Make-up

If you usually apply makeup when you go out, you
should choose very simple and light daytime colors,
and avoid very bright or dark colors. Apply a pale color
of lipstick.

- Perfume
If you generally like to wear perfume when you go out,
choose a light fragrance. Avoid heavy fragrances that may

disturb those around you or cause allergies. If you don't
wear perfumes, make sure you smell fresh and clean.
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
