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Student Scholarships for the Academic Year 2023/2024

As part of the university»ss commitment to providing annual discounts to newly admitted students, the Deans’ Council

has decided to grant a discount on tuition fees for newly admitted Jordanian students in 2023 only for graduates of the

Jordanian General Secondary Education Certificate Examination or International Schools in Jordan (with the exception

of old students transferring from one major to another, and students transferring from another university) as follows:

1- Atthe end of the academic year 2023/2024, students with university numbers starting with 2023 who are enrolled
in regular study programs for the undergraduate level and have successfully completed at least thirty-three credit
hours (pass grades excluded), will be granted a 40% discount on tuition fees for 33 credit hours.

2- At the end of the academic year 2024/2025, students with university numbers starting with «2023,» enrolled in
regular study programs for the undergraduate level and have successfully completed at least 66 accredited credit
hours (pass grades excluded), will be granted a 40% discount on the tuition fees for the 33 accredited credit hours.

3- At the end of the academic year 2025/2026, students with university numbers starting with «2023,» enrolled in
regular study programs for the undergraduate level and have successfully completed at least ninety-nine accred-
ited credit hours (pass grades excluded), will be granted a 40% discount on the tuition fees for the 33 accredited
credit hours.

4- At the end of the academic year 2026/2027, students with university numbers starting with «2023,» enrolled in
regular study programs for the undergraduate level, specifically at King Abdullah Il School of Engineering, and have
successfully completed at least one hundred and thirty-two accredited credit hours (pass grades excluded), will be
granted a 40% discount on the tuition fees for the 33 accredited credit hours.

Conditions for obtaining discount:

1- The student's GPA high school should be 93% or higher.

2- The cumulative GPA should be 84% or higher.

3- The student should not be on scholarship or have obtained a scholarship that covers all of his university fees from
any other party.

4- The discount shall be canceled if the student receives a disciplinary penalty.

5- The discount is granted to the top-performing students in terms of cumulative GPA and those who fulfill the above
conditions, according to the following table:
